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Abstract

This template gives the desirable layout and formatting of abstracts submitted for the Tenth International Conference on Structural Engineering, Mechanics and Computation (SEMC 2028, Cape Town, 4-6 September 2028). Abstracts must be written in clear English, setting out the aims of the paper, and highlighting the findings of the study, if already available. 

The text should be laid out on A4-size paper in a single column, with 2.5cm side margins and 2.0cm top/bottom margins. Manuscripts should preferably be prepared using Microsoft Word, but other word processing software may be used provided the general layout of the abstract is similar to that illustrated here. The main text of the abstract must be in 12pt Times New Roman font. The abstract may be generated by simply overwriting the text of this template. The abstract may be written as one to three paragraphs of text, with a blank line between paragraphs. The text must be justified on both sides, with text lines being single-spaced. If absolutely necessary, one figure, one small table, and/or up to three simple equations may be included in support of the abstract, but ideally the abstract should all be normal text. Up to 5 references may be cited within the text [1], and listed at the bottom in 11pt font. A numerical referencing style must be used, and the formatting of the listed references must be as illustrated by the examples below. 

The whole abstract (including title details, any figure, table or equations, and list of references at the bottom) must fit on one A4 page (not more). The abstract must be submitted as an editable Word document (or equivalent) and a PDF. Files should not be password-protected.   

Keywords: Include between four and eight keywords in 11pt Times New Roman separated by semi-colons. Keywords may be single words, or descriptive terms that do not exceed three words. Examples are: shell; membrane theory; shell of revolution; buckling; finite-element analysis. 
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
